Dr. Marylou McDermott, Superintendent of Schoolsesented the proposed general fund budget which
was developed in compliance with the Board's dioecht its February 8, 2010 meeting. Dr. McDermott

stated that the Board’s directive was to prepabeidget with a tax rate increase of no greater 2%n

Dr. McDermott noted that in order to accompliststtiirective, 7.4 million dollars needed to be cotrf

the rollover budget presented on January 25, 20I8e proposed 2010-2011 budget of $146,977,339
reflected a budget to budget increase of 0.484%aah&4% tax increase.

Dr. McDermott stated that the budget process be&gtman anticipated loss of State Aid of $1,200,000
Dr. McDermott also noted that it was a very labosioprocess and a districtwide effort with the
philosophical approach to be as equitable as pesiilterms of cuts across the board and not tiaget
one level, department or program to have the legsict on children and programs.

Dr. McDermott reviewed the unfunded State and Fddeandates and districtwide ongoing economies
and efficiencies. Dr. McDermott also delineateel pnoposed districtwide reductions for 2010-201r1afo
total reduction of $7,383,224.

There was a brief discussion by the Board regarttiegproposed budget cuts, technology enhancements,
clarification of the interfund transfer, and re@awent of retiring teachers.

Assistant Superintendent Kathleen Molander stdtat gshe anticipates getting the proposed budget boo
to the printer by Wednesday with a target of havtreyailable for download from the District’'s wélas
on Friday.
