More guns
in schools contribute to school to prison pipelinEhe evidence and facts are clear that armed igecur
guards do not prevent mass shootings.

Trustee McNaughton stated that this has been thgestadecision to make. It is important for the
community to respect people who have opinions diféer than ours. Whether she is in the majority o
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minority she will support the decision of the Boar@he is not confident as a member of the schoatd
that they could craft an rfp or proposal on hovamm security. She cannot support the motion.

Trustee Buscareno stated that it has been a laaggs getting here. The vote tonight by no meays s
that there is an end to this very important disicuss At this point she could not put armed guards
schools.

Trustee McCue stated that the community has adettdbss issue and research has been done. Wetdo no
have the power to control something that will happe the future. She asked the Superintendent for
detailed information on how much it would cost tonasecurity guards and it is a large number for
something that we cannot predict the outcome.

Trustee Noonan thanked the community for their imsment for all the emails. The discussion carsot
so myopic. We need to make students feel safesaadrity and look at ways of including all students
Anecdotal discussions concur that students doesbtshafer with armed security guards.

President Rapiejko stated that he respects everyatheopinions either for or against armed guards.
There is a risk if we do hire armed guards, muchenod a risk of something happening. Training cann
measure up to training from a municipality and Aermot support the district hiring armed guardstfdbu
County Police Department can do a lot more for etsho He would support active duty police officer
undergoing real time training to be present to lpetgect the schools.
