Emergencies in sshavel defined as undesirable events that occur and
have the potential to cause injury or iliness tambers of our school community or disrupt the orngerl
educational process. Emergency management isgbiplthe of dealing with and avoiding risks. $ta
discipline that involves preparing for an emergemiyation or disaster before it occurs as well as
supporting and rebuilding from the emergency aftgural or human-made disasters have occurred.
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Emergency management is our schools is the conimuymrocess by which our staff, students,
administrators, parents, school groups, emergeggyonders and our community manages hazards in an
effort to avoid or mitigate the impact of disastersulting from hazards.

Districts are required to develop district-wide aohsafety and emergency management plans designed
prevent and effectively manage such events to nieeirthe effects of serious incidents and emergesncie
These plans also facilitate the coordination ofBierict with local and county plans and resourat&n
incidents and emergencies occur.

The district-wide plan is responsive to the neefdalloschools in the District and is consistenttwihe
more detailed building-level emergency plans. Mt are vulnerable to a wide variety of acts of
violence; and natural and manmade disasters. diess these threats, the State of New Yok haseathact
the Safe Schools Against Violence in Education (8.B.) LAW. Project S.A.V.E. is a comprehensive
planning effort that addresses prevention, respa@rsgrecovery with respect to a variety of emecgen
schools.
